GENERAL COMMENTS:

The applicant has submitted a Vacation of Section Line Highway request to vacate a section
line highway located along a portion of the north lot line of the subject property.

On July 27, 2006, the Planning Commission approved a Preliminary Plat to subdivide a
portion of the subject property into six lots. The City Council will consider the Preliminary
Plat on August 21, 2006. (See companion item# 06PL102.)

The subject property is located in the northeast corner of the intersection of Enchanted
Pines Drive and Enchantment Road and is currently void of any structural development.

STAFF REVIEW:
Staff has reviewed the Vacation of Section Line Highway and has noted the following
considerations:

Utilities: Three of the affected utility companies have submitted documentation concurring with
the proposed vacation request with the exception of US West Communications and
Montana Dakota Utilities. As such, staff is recommending that prior to City Council approval,
documentation from all of the affected utility companies must be submitted for review and
approval indicating concurrence with the vacation request.

Street Networking: The section line highway is not identified on the Major Street Plan as an
arterial and/or collector street. In addition, all of the adjacent properties have an alternate
means of access. As such, staff is recommending that the Vacation of Section Line Highway
be approved with the stipulation of approval as identified above.
