2012 hatch; and

an irreversible effect on the ecosystem of the Black Hills.   


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Rapid City Common Council, for and 
on behalf of the citizens of Rapid City, request the U.S Forest Service and related agencies to 
prioritize and commit all resources available to mitigation and control of the mountain pine 
beetle infestation in the Black Hills of South Dakota.
