Ref: Consolidated Grant Renewal Application 
 Jackson Springs Water Treatment Plant 
 
The City of Rapid City is currently constructing the Jackson Springs Water Treatment Plant 
(JSWTP) and the associated Raw Water Pumping Station (RWPS). The membrane 
filtration system and engineering associated with this facility are being purchased in part 
with funds from Consolidated Grant 2010G-203. The Date of Award for this grant was June 
26, 2009. Therefore, the grant award will expire on June 26, 2012. The City of Rapid City 
has, to date, not expended all of the available Consolidated Grant funds. There is 
approximately $640,000.00 of Consolidated Grant funding remaining. 
 
The City of Rapid City issued a Notice of Award for construction of the JSWTP and RWPS 
on June 8, 2011. The City spent the time between the grant award and the project notice of 
award, finalizing the project funding, finalizing the project design, and obtaining property, 
easements and the permits necessary for construction of the project. The contracted 
completion date for the project is August 8, 2013. However, engineering services for the 
project will continue for 6 to 12 months beyond this date for start-up and commissioning of 
the plant. 
 
The City of Rapid City has submitted an application to place this item on the State Water 
Plan. The second step in this process is submittal of a Drinking Water Facilities Funding 
Application (DWFFA) which, once funded, will allow use of these grant funds for the 
duration of the project. The Public Works Department is currently working with the Black 
Hills Council of Local Governments on preparation of the DWFFA which is due to the 
DENR by April 1.  The accompanying resolution authorizes submittal of the DWFFA and 
designates the Mayor as signatory for items related to this grant. 
 
The DENR has no process in place to extend grants other than the recipient submitting an 
entirely new funding application.  However, the DWFFA will essentially be a “resubmittal” of 
the application submitted three years ago with some applicable data being updated.  The 
application process will also be streamlined through elimination of the Environmental 
Review process and Public Hearing process required with the initial funding application. 


The City of Rapid City has submitted the engineering and technical documentation for this 
project and as such it is on file with the SDDENR.

Mountain View Road site.  Both treatment facilities will utilize membrane filtration 
systems for treatment.  Pretreatment processes are also incorporated into the 
water treatment plant designs. (the “Project”); and  
 
 WHEREAS, the City has determined that financial assistance will be 
necessary to undertake the Project and an application for financial assistance to 
the South Dakota Board of Water and Natural Resources (the “Board”) has been 
prepared; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City has reviewed the Application to be submitted to the 
Board, true copies of which are attached hereto, and finds it proper in all 
respects; and  
 
 WHEREAS, it is necessary to designate an authorized representative to 
execute and submit the Application on behalf of the City and to certify and sign 
payment requests in the event financial assistance is awarded for the Project, 
 
 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City as follows: 
 
 1.  The City hereby approves an Application for financial assistance to the 
South Dakota Board of Water and Natural Resources for the Project as attached 
hereto. 
 
 2.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the Application and submit 
it to the South Dakota Board of Water and Natural Resources, and to execute 
and deliver such other documents and perform all acts necessary to effectuate 
the Application for financial assistance submitted to the Board in accordance with 
all terms herein set forth. 
 
 
  


3.  The Mayor is hereby designated as the authorized representative of 
the City to do all things on its behalf to certify and sign payment requests in the 
event financial assistance is awarded for the Project.
