This memo is to inform you that Jason Barnum, on behalf of Jason Barnum Home
Improvements LLC, has withdrawn the appeal of the Residential Contractors Board’s action to
revoke its license. As you may recall, the appeal was initially in front of the Council at its June

instructions to hear and decide the complaints of several citizens. (The revocation was based
upon the contractor’s failure to show proof of insurance as required by ordinance.)

Additionally, Building Official Brad Solon received an email from Barnum’s attorney (Pete
Fuller) later that week. I also confirmed the withdrawal with Attorney Fuller via telephone call
on July 6, 2012.

The Residential Contractors Board acknowledged the withdrawal at its July 12, 2012,
meeting. I ask that the Council acknowledge the withdrawal as well, as the final authority on the
appeal rests with the Council.
