Some members of the
committee do not agree that this project should be funded by the City.

SAB 28 Fund

Recommended Funding For SAB 28 Fund Projects

Sumption moved, second by Nordstrom to approve funding of $1,500,000.00 at 3.25 percent interest
for the Utility Maintenance Facility from the SAB 28 Fund. Motion carried unanimously.
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Utility Support Fund

Recommended Funding For Utility Support Fund Projects

Lewis moved, second by Estes to approve funding of $1,500,000.00 for the Utility Maintenance
Facility, $2,500,000.00 for the Jolly Lane to Reservoir Road Sewer Trunk, and $1,110,000.000 for Big
Sky Subdivision Repairs from the Utility Support Fund. Motion carried unanimously.

Nordstrom moved, second by Estes to deny the funding of $116,000.00 for the Orchard Meadows
Street Oversize from the Utility Support Fund and refer this to the CIP Committee. Motion carried
unanimously.
