RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends that the Vacation of a 30 foot wide Access 

Easement along the north property boundary be approved. 
 
GENERAL COMMENTS: The applicant is proposing to vacate a thirty foot wide access 

easement located across the north boundary of the subject property.  The easement was 
originally established to provide a secondary access from Haines Avenue to Atlas Street for 
the undeveloped property on Haines Avenue located east of the subject property.  The 
property located on Haines Avenue has now been developed into a commercial structure.  A 
retaining wall located on the west side of the Haines property now separates the commercial 
property from the subject property.  The retaining wall and the new configuration of the 
Haines Avenue property eliminate the need for the secondary access.  In addition, the City 
will not support a secondary access onto Haines Avenue.   

 
STAFF REVIEW: Staff has reviewed the request and recommends approval of the Vacation of
